Lesson 8: God Made Eve

A. Introduction

What are some of the current thoughts on marriage?

· Some believe that marriage is not necessary – just live together.

· Some believe that marriage is outdated.

· Some believe that you wouldn’t buy a car without a test drive – therefore live together first and see if marriage is something to peruse.

What does the Bible say about marriage?

· Did you know that God instituted marriage in the beginning?

· In Genesis 2 we find part of the wedding service spoken in many ceremonies even today.

Let’s look at the roles God gave the first man and women.

· Read Gen 2:18-25 to get an overview of what we’ll be covering.

B. God decided that Adam needed a wife to help him and to be his companion.

Gen 2:18  Then the LORD God said, "It is not good that the man should be alone; I will make him a helper fit for him." 


God decided that Adam should not live alone.

· God was his Creator and knew what was best for him.

· God didn’t ask Adam what he wanted or thought was best.

· God made the decision to make a wife for Adam.

God loved Adam and wanted him to be complete.

· God knew that Adam wouldn’t continue to be happy if he remained alone.

· Because God loved Adam, and wanted the best for him, He decided to make a wife for him.

God knows ahead of time just what our needs will be, and He also knows the best way to meet those needs.

· We’ll see that He didn’t create Adam’s wife at the same moment or in the same way He created Adam.

· He created her at just the right time and in just the right  way to meet Adam’s needs.

Mat 6:8  … for your Father knows what you need before you ask him. 

Phi 4:19  And my God will supply every need of yours according to his riches in glory in Christ Jesus. 

NEXT:  God brought all of the animals before Adam to be named by him.

Gen 2:19  So out of the ground the LORD God formed every beast of the field and every bird of the heavens and brought them to the man to see what he would call them. And whatever the man called every living creature, that was its name. 

Gen 2:20  The man gave names to all livestock and to the birds of the heavens and to every beast of the field. But for Adam there was not found a helper fit for him.
C. There was no suitable companion for Adam among the animals.

Gen 2:20  The man gave names to all livestock and to the birds of the heavens and to every beast of the field. But for Adam there was not found a helper fit for him.


How did Adam know there was no suitable helper for him?

· Because Adam named ALL the animals – he knew what was there.  He knew there wasn’t a companion (a sharer of his thoughts, observations, joys).  The animals might serve a purpose for him, but not as a helpmate.  On the other hand, God was the source of his being and the object of his reverence, but not on a par with himself in needs and resources. It was therefore apparent that man in respect of an equal was alone, and yet needed an associate. 

D. God created Eve from Adam’s rib.

Gen 2:21  So the LORD God caused a deep sleep to fall upon the man, and while he slept took one of his ribs and closed up its place with flesh. 

Gen 2:22  And the rib that the LORD God had taken from the man he made into a woman and brought her to the man. 


God made the first woman as a gift for man.

· As mentioned before, Adam had seen all the living animals – imagine how delighted he was when he saw the lovely women that God had created just for him.

· Also, the closeness they had because of her being made from Adam’s rib.

E. Marriage was ordained by God.

Gen 2:23  Then the man said, "This at last is bone of my bones and flesh of my flesh; she shall be called Woman, because she was taken out of Man." 

Gen 2:24  Therefore a man shall leave his father and his mother and hold fast to his wife, and they shall become one flesh. 

God made woman for man so they could be married, live together and have children.  

Gen 1:28  And God blessed them. And God said to them, "Be fruitful and multiply and fill the earth …

· Marriage was God’s perfect plan for Adam and Eve.

· Eve was Adam’s gift from God, perfectly suited to Adam’s needs.

Jam 1:17  Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, coming down from the Father of lights with whom there is no variation or shadow due to change.

F. Conclusion

Life was perfect for Adam and Eve.

· God had given them everything they needed.

· They were able to communicate with God and with each other.

· He had made them rulers over His creation.

· Their work wasn’t hard.

· They had no sickness

God’s word hasn’t changed

· Thousands of years have passed since Adam and Eve became man and wife, but God has never altered what He first wrote about marriage.

· God has not changed his mind about marriage.

Heb 13:4  Let marriage be held in honor among all, and let the marriage bed be undefiled, for God will judge the sexually immoral and adulterous.
