Lesson 10:  Adam and Eve disobeyed God

A. Introduction

Where did God place Adam after He created him?

What two very important trees did God also place in the Garden of Eden?

God told Adam that he must not eat of the fruit of which tree?

What did God say would happen to man if he disobeyed and ate the fruit of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil?

What did God mean when He said that man would die?

Why did God create Eve?

B. Life in the Garden of Eden

Life in the garden was pleasant for Adam and Eve; everything was perfect.

What about God’s great enemy, Satan?

C. Satan used the serpent to disguise himself and deceive Eve.

Satan fights against God and His will.  Satan is a liar and a deceiver.  He hates man

Gen 3:1  Now the serpent was more crafty than any other beast of the field that the LORD God had made. He said to the woman, "Did God actually say, 'You shall not eat of any tree in the garden'?"


This wasn’t just a snake talking to Eve.

Satan is a deceiver.

2Co 11:14  And no wonder, for even Satan disguises himself as an angel of light.
D. Satan still deceives people.

Satan’s motives and his deceitful tactics haven’t changed; he’s still trying to deceive and destroy people.

Satan doesn’t want anyone to know or believe in God.

2Co 4:4  In their case the god of this world has blinded the minds of the unbelievers, to keep them from seeing the light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God.




Sometimes Satan uses other people through whom he speaks his lies to us.

Or Satan may reach us through another area of our own pride.

E. Satan tempted and deceived Eve.

Gen 3:1  Now the serpent was more crafty than any other beast of the field that the LORD God had made. He said to the woman, "Did God actually say, 'You shall not eat of any tree in the garden'?"

Why did Satan ask Eve this question?

Gen 3:2  And the woman said to the serpent, "We may eat of the fruit of the trees in the garden, 

Gen 3:3  but God said, 'You shall not eat of the fruit of the tree that is in the midst of the garden, neither shall you touch it, lest you die.'"

Satan had already succeeded in confusing Eve.

Gen 3:4  But the serpent said to the woman, "You will not surely die. 

Gen 3:5  For God knows that when you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil."

Satan was calling God a liar.

Now Satan was suggesting to Eve that she should rebel against God.

But here is the truth
F. Eve ate and also gave the fruit to Adam

Gen 3:6  So when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was a delight to the eyes, and that the tree was to be desired to make one wise, she took of its fruit and ate, and she also gave some to her husband who was with her, and he ate.
Satan deceived Eve, and she believed him.

Even though Adam knew that God had said not to eat, he deliberately disobeyed God’s command.

Did God have the right to rule over Adam?

G. Adam and Eve’s sin separated them from God.

Gen 3:7  Then the eyes of both were opened, and they knew that they were naked. And they sewed fig leaves together and made themselves loincloths. 

Gen 3:8  And they heard the sound of the LORD God walking in the garden in the cool of the day, and the man and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the LORD God among the trees of the garden.
What did God say would happen to them if they ate of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil?

Why did their sin separate them from God?

H. Signs of separation from God.

These were the first signs that they were now separated from God:

· First, their attitude toward their bodies changed immediately.

· Secondly, they tried to provide their own needs.

Sin – disobedience to God – brings fear and causes people to turn away from God.

Do you think that Adam and Eve should have been afraid of God?

Would God really punish them for their disobedience?
Had Adam and Eve been warned of the consequences of sin?

I. Conclusion

What we have just gone over is not a simple tale about a man, a woman, and a snake.

This is one important thing we can learn from this story: God always tells the truth.

But in contrast to God who always speaks the truth, Satan is a liar and a murderer.

Beware; Satan is still the same today.
